NORCAL HI-Point Rules
New for 2012

1. A Hi-Point nomination form is no longer required. 

2. NORCAL membership is required to be considered for Hi-Point.  The owner/lessee of a horse, on file with AMHA at the time of the show, must be a NORCAL member. Only those points accumulated while a NORCAL member will be used. 

3. The horse must be shown under a minimum of 6 judges in each class for the points for that class to be used for Hi-Point calculation. (A horse shown in country pleasure under 3 judges at one show, then shown in classic pleasure under 3 judges at another show is not eligible for Hi-Point consideration as he has not shown under a total of 6 judges in the same class)

4. Weanlings owned and shown by NORCAL members are excluded from this rule. All points accumulated at any NORCAL show will be used in calculating year end Hi-Point weanling in each division.

5. Only those classes that are sponsored are guaranteed an award. If you are winning a class and it is not sponsored we urge you to have a friend or family sponsor the class or at the least sponsor the class yourself. 

6. Points are earned as follows: 1st place earns 6 points, 2nd place earns 5 points, 3rd place earns 4 points, 4th place earns 3 points, 5th place earns 2 points and 6th place earns 1 point. Championship points are to be used in case of a tie as follows. 10 points for each champion earned and 5 points for each reserve champion earned. In the case of a tie, the total championship points earned will be added to the total points earned in that division and break the tie.
